To that end, we will be providing a chance for you to learn more about
the strict adherence in our schools to the protocols and guidelines provided by the Provincial Health Officer,
Ministries of Health and Education, the BC Centre for Disease Control, the Fraser Health Authority and WorkSafe BC.

Health and Safety

Choices for Families

The Ministry of Education direction to school districts across the province is to maximize in-class learning for all
students. While we are planning for most students to return full time, we are listening to you and have heard that you
also want an alternative choice. | am deeply appreciative of the creativity and hard work from staff, which has allowed
us to present four options to meet the various needs of Burnaby families: attend your local school; home schooling;
online distributed learning; and an option for families not quite ready to return to in-class instruction. We have also
ensured a provision for immunocompromised students. Details of those options can be found here. | want to
emphasize that regardless of your chosen option, every student will be guaranteed a spot at their current school in
September 2021.

As you can appreciate, it will take some time to build student-specific schedules, classes, learning groups, and plan
staffing at our schools and online. We also want to do everything we can to ensure the start of the school year is as
smooth as possible. To that end, we will need to know what families are choosing so that we are working with
accurate numbers and appropriate staffing for the various options. Please fill out the electronic form found here for
each of your children indicating your choice by 11pm on September 1.

as gradual entry to Kindergarten.
0 Each school will also hold a virtual parent meeting (they will share the date and time directly with you).
0 There will be direct communications to families of students with special needs.

0 School staff will connect with families of students with special needs who need additional support in
transitioning back to school.

e September 10 & 11 (Orientation Week)
0 Students are welcomed back (please note that that not all students will attend September 10 — your
school will share when your child’s orientation will be).
